What is the 25C Tax Credit?
The In昀氀a琀椀on Reduc琀椀on Act of 2022 provides federal tax credits and 
deduc琀椀ons that empower Americans to make homes and buildings more 
energy-e昀케cient to help reduce energy costs while reducing demand 
as we transi琀椀on to cleaner energy sources. Under this act, tax sec琀椀on 
25C allows for federal income tax credits for energy e昀케ciency home 
improvements available through 2032.

A broad selec琀椀on of ENERGY STAR® cer琀椀昀椀ed equipment is eligible for 
the tax credits. Taking advantage of tax credits, along with any available 
rebates, is a good way to help make the transi琀椀on to a clean energy 
future more a昀昀ordable.

What are the 25C tax credit amounts?
For installa琀椀ons of eligible equipment occurring a昀琀er January 1, 2023, homeowners may receive a nonrefundable credit 
against their taxes for an amount equal to the sum of: 

 30% of the total installa琀椀on costs of eligible energy-e昀케cient equipment up to $1,200 per taxable year. 
 l  The credit for eligible heat pump installa琀椀on costs is capped at $2,000; these credits are considered separate from the 

$1,200 annual limit.
    -  This means, the installa琀椀on of an approved heat pump along with other qualifying energy-e昀케cient equipment 

expenditures is capped at a total of $3,200 per taxable year. 
 l 25C is a nonrefundable tax credit. Homeowners are advised to consult with a tax professional for further details.
